• The successful candidate will be responsible for developing a world class fielding team that delivers 
sustained success in all conditions and formats. 

• The Fielding Coach will have overall responsibility for the fielding performance and management of the 
athletes in all three forms of the game. 

• Develop and implement comprehensive technical, tactical, physical and cognitive Fielding programs for 
contracted and targeted players across formats. 

• Manage fielding sessions for players in both match and practice. Provide one to one coaching as required 
for skills upgradation. 

• Utilise technology to analyse players strengths and weaknesses. 
• Develop and monitor fielding objectives and Key Performance Indicators (KPI ‘s) for inclusion in Individual  

Performance Plans. Provide measures for determining the player’s contributions in the field towards 
success of a team in different match situations.  

• Work closely with the Head Strength and Conditioning Coach and Head Physiotherapist in applying 
appropriate strength and conditioning principles relevant to safe throwing and catching. 

• Must have the ability to consistently maintain team performance levels in all competition formats, 
notwithstanding player roster variations due to injury and international representation.
